The SETT is conducting the eligibility screening for the 2017 solicitation letters of
interest. This process involves:

e Calculating acres in each management category within the Project Area;

e Validating the Project has the authority to create credits;

e Assessing the willingness of the Project to use the CCS;

e Comparing the dates of implementation for each Project;

e Reviewing each Project’s location;

e Evaluating strengths and weaknesses for each Project; and

e Addressing any concerns.

Current Timeline

The timelines were estimates at the time of releasing the announcement and some
dates may need be adjusted accordingly.

January 20, 2017: Projects selected for full proposal development

February 28, 2017: Full proposals due

March or April 2017: The Sagebrush Ecosystem Council will approve project awards,
and agreements between selected project proponents and the State will be initiated.

March - December 2017: Project implementation period
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The SETT will provide a list of proposed projects to the SEC for approval at an
upcoming Council meeting.
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
